The recipient of scholarship will be requested to participate regularly in the official events of Josai
University and Josai International University, especially in those which are related to the Visegrad Four
(V4) countries. The recipient may be requested to support the teaching of the Czech, Hungarian and Polish
languages as language mentor, whose task will be defined after arriving in Japan by the host University. The
student will also be expected to engage actively and regularly in the academic and cultural events related to
the V4 countries and organized by the host University.

The recipient may be assigned to other faculty than marked by the student on the application.

All grantees must join the Japanese National Health Insurance scheme during their stay in Japan (premium
is approximately ¥20,000 per year).

Meals, usage of power, gas and water are to be paid by the student.
